PROSPEK

Memandang ke hadapan, ekonomi Malaysia
dijangka berkembang antara 4% dan 5% pada
tahun 2024, susulan keadaan ekonomi global yang
mencabar.

On behalf of the members of the Board of Kuching
Port Authority, I am pleased to present the Annual
Report and Audited Financial Statements for the
year ended 31 December 2023.

OVERVIEW

Total cargo throughput and ship calls handled by
the Authority for the year registered a decrease.
The total cargo throughput was 9,349,479 tonnes
in 2023, a decrease of 5.27% compared with
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9,869,409 tonnes in 2022. The container volume
decreased by 6.05% with a throughput of 274,202
TEUs in 2023 as compared with 291,862 TEUs in
2022.

There were 1,365 ship calls in 2023, a slight
decrease of 0.22% compared with 1,368 in 2022.
The total Gross Registered Tonnage (GRT) of the
ship calls was 10,486,312 tonnes compared with
9,524,398 tonnes in 2022.

PROSPECT

Looking ahead, Malaysia’s economy is expected
to expand between 4% and 5% in 2024, amid
challenging global economic conditions. The
global economy is expected to grow at a slower
pace in 2024, due to geopolitical risks, persistent
inflation, climate changes impact and uncertainty
in commodity markets.

Therefore, cargo volume is expected to have
a moderate growth in 2024. Kuching Port will
continue to explore more income avenues and
to carry out cost-saving measures to reduce
operational expenditure while maintaining port
efficiency and productivity.

PERSINGGAHAN KAPAL

SHIP CALLS

Pada tahun yang dibincangkan, sebanyak 1,365
singgahan dengan agregat Tanej Kasar Berdaftar
(GRT) sebanyak 10,486,312 tan direkodkan
berbanding dengan 1,368 singgahan kapal
dengan jumlah GRT sebanyak 9,524,398 tan
pada tahun lepas. Daripada jumlah ini, 776 buah
kapal merupakan kapal tempatan, manakala 589
buah kapal adalah kapal dagangan antarabangsa.
Penyumbang utama kepada persinggahan kapal
ialah kapal kontena (533), kapal pukal pecah (356)
dan kapal pukal cecair (244).

Terminal Senari menerima 570 buah kapal
dengan GRT sebanyak 5,148,554 tan, mewakili
41.76% daripada jumlah persinggahan kapal dan
49.10% daripada jumlah GRT. lanya menunjukkan
penurunan sebanyak 5.94% dari segi persinggahan
kapal dan peningkatan sebanyak 16.85% dari segi
GRT. Persinggahan kapal di Terminal Pending
telah mencatatkan 432 buah dengan agregat Tanej
Kasar Berdaftar sebanyak 3,257,227 tan, mewakili
31.65% dari keseluruhan persinggahan kapal dan
31.06% bagi jumlah keseluruhan GRT. Berbanding
dengan tahun sebelumnya, persinggahan kapal
mencatatkan peningkatan sebanyak 7.20% dan
2.50% dalam GRT.

Pengendalian kapal tangki minyak di Terminal
Minyak Bebas merekodkan 244 singgahan
kapal dengan GRT sebanyak 1,689,656 tan.
Jumlah tersebut telah menunjukkan peningkatan
sebanyak 7.02% dalam persinggahan kapal dan
10.17% dalam GRT. Sebanyak 119 persinggahan
kapal dengan Tanej Kasar Berdaftar sebanyak
390,875 tan telah dikendalikan pada tahun 2023
di kemudahan-kemudahan “sufferance” di bawah
kuasa kawalan pelabuhan. Angka ini mencatatkan
penurunan dari segi persinggahan kapal sebanyak
9.16% dan sebanyak 4.00% dari segi GRT
berbanding tahun 2022.

Sebanyak seratus lima (105) pelayaran sulung
telah direkodkan pada tahun 2023.

In 2023, 1,365 ship calls with an aggregate
Gross  Registered  Tonnage  (GRT) of
10,486,312 tonnes were recorded compared with
1,368 ship calls with GRT of 9,524,398 tonnes in
the previous year. There were 776 domestic ship
calls while 589 were foreign ship calls. The top
contributors to ship calls were container vessels
(533), break bulk vessels (356) and liquid bulk
vessels (244).

Senari Terminal received 570 ship calls with an
aggregate GRT of 5,148,554 tonnes, representing
41.76% of total ship calls and 49.10% of total
GRT. It showed a decrease of 5.94% in ship calls
and an increase of 16.85% in GRT. Ship calls at
Pending Terminal stood at 432 with an aggregate
GRT of 3,257,227 tonnes, representing 31.65% of
total ship calls and 31.06% of the total GRT. There
was an increase of 7.20% in ship calls and 2.50%
in GRT compared with the previous year.

At the Independent Oil Terminal, liquid bulk cargo
recorded 244 ship calls with 1,689,656 tonnes of
GRT. The volume showed an increase of 7.02%
and 10.17% in ship calls and GRT respectively.
At the sufferance facilities within the port’s limit,
119 ship calls with an aggregate GRT of 390,875
tonnes were registered in 2023. This figure marked
a decrease of 9.16% in ship calls and 4.00% in
GRT from 2022.

One hundred and five (105) maiden voyages
calling at Kuching Port were recorded in 2023.

CARGO THROUGHPUT

CARGO THROUGHPUT

2023 showed a decrease of 5.27% in the volume
of cargo traffic passing through Kuching Port
Authority. A total of 9,349,479 tonnes were
recorded compared with 9,869,409 tonnes for
the year 2022. Import cargo registered 7,889,980
tonnes (84.39%), while export cargo at 1,459,499
tonnes (15.61%). Out of the total volume, 6,076,328
tonnes (64.99%) were worked at Senari Terminal
and 1,583,513 tonnes (16.94%) at Pending
Terminal, while the Independent Oil Terminal
at Senari handled 1,247,096 tonnes (13.34%) of
liquid bulk cargo. The remaining 442,542 tonnes
(4.73%) were handled at sufferance facilities
within the port’s limit.

CONTAINERISED CARGO

Containerised cargo amounting to 5,946,358 tonnes
continued to dominate the cargo composition
making up of 63.60% of the total throughput
figure. This figure represented a decrease of
299,080 tonnes or 4.79% over the previous year’s
figure of 6,245,438 tonnes. Overall, the port
handled a total of 274,202 TEUs in 2023. There
was a decrease of 6.05% in the handling of
containers compared with 291,862 TEUs handled

in 2022. Out of the total volume, 414 TEUs were
for transshipment cargo.

BREAK BULK CARGO

The break bulk cargo registered a decrease in 2023.
Total throughput registered a decrease of 3.21% or
400,222 tonnes compared with 413,499 tonnes in
2022. A total of 368,730 tonnes of break bulk was
imported compared with 374,412 tonnes in 2022
while export recorded a decrease of 19.43% or
31,492 tonnes in 2023.

DRY BULK CARGO

Dry bulk cargo registered a decrease of 7.76%
from 509,001 tonnes in 2022 to 469,478 tonnes in
2023. The total import for dry bulk cargo registered
a decrease of 4.97% from 473,766 tonnes in
2022 to 450,214 tonnes in 2023. Export for
dry bulk cargo also showed a decrease of 45.33%
from 35,235 tonnes in 2022 to 19,264 tonnes in
2023.

RO-RO

In 2023, RO-RO vehicles throughput registered
a decrease of 14.46% from 986,375 tonnes in
2022 to 843,783 tonnes in 2023. The import of
RO-RO cargo registered a decrease of 15.27%,
from 930,365 tonnes in 2022 to 788,333 tonnes
in 2023 while the export cargo recorded a slight
decrease of 1.00%, from 56,010 tonnes in 2022
to 55,450 tonnes in 2023. A total of 63,334 units
were handled in 2023, which marked a decrease
of 11.11% compared with 2022’s figure of 71,247
units.

LIQUID BULK CARGO

Liquid bulk cargo throughput experienced an
increase of 3.63% to 1,247,096 tonnes in 2023 at
the Independent Oil Terminal. Import accounted
for 854,208 tonnes which was a 5.21% increase
over 2022’s figure of 811,909 tonnes while
export cargo registered a slight increase of 0.36%
from 391,494 tonnes in 2022 to 392,888 tonnes in
2023.

HHMC’s factory is located at Huangdao District,
Qingdao City, Shandong Province, China. Two
factory inspections and a Factory Acceptance Test
(FAT) were attended by KPA, Asia Cranes (M) Sdn
Bhd as the appointed advisor, Bureau Veritas (BV)
as the Third Party Inspector (TPI) and HLGE in
2023.

The 1% factory inspection was conducted from
16" June to 20™ June 2023. The inspection was on
the structural works, spare parts/components and
documentation review of the two quay cranes.

The 2™ factory inspection was conducted from 8"
to 15" September 2023. The inspection was on the
crane mechanisms (mechanical and electrical) such
as auxiliary mechanism, girder, boom, A-frames,
trolley frame, machinery house and gantry
mechanism.

The Factory Acceptance Test (FAT) was conducted
from 4™ to 7™ December 2023. This FAT covers
the crane functioning test which include the
function of crane mechanisms such as main hoist,
boom hoist, trolley and auxiliary mechanisms
functioning test such as spreader, head-block

and elevator. This is to ensure compliance on
the contractual specifications before the shipping
of the two quay cranes to Kuching in January
2024.

This project of RM30.4 million is fully funded by
the Sarawak Government under the 11™ Malaysian
Plan. Sara-Chem Sdn. Bhd. was appointed as the
turnkey contractor. The commencement date of this
project is on 19" October 2020 and the contract
period is for 15 months. The site for this project is at
Kuching Port Authority and also includes two radar
towers located at Muara Tebas and Kuching Barrage.

The coverage for Kuching Port’s VIMS is a radius
of about 20 nautical miles along the Sarawak River.
This will enable Kuching Port to manage maritime
traffic to both of its terminals, at Senari and Pending
terminals.

This project was completed on the 31 May 2023 and
after trial run, it went live on 1/11/2023 as a result
of the delay caused by the worldwide COVID-19
pandemic.

VTMS is a digital technology to facilitate marine
traffic management along the Sarawak River.

CORPORATE INFORMATION AND PRINCIPAL ACTIVITIES

Kuching Port Authority (the Authority) is a Sarawak State Government owned statutory body established in 1961.
The principal place of business of the Authority is at Jalan Pelabuhan, P.O. Box 530, 93710 Kuching, Sarawak.

FINANCIAL RISK MANAGEMENT POLICIES

The Authority's financial risk management policy seeks to ensure that adequate financial resources are available
for the development of the Authority's businesses whilst managing its risks. The Authority's policy is not to engage
in speculative transactions.

The main areas of financial risks faced by the Authority and the policies in respect of the major areas of treasury
activity are set out as follows:

Interest rate risk

The Authority principally borrows on the fixed rate basis. The objective for this is to reduce the impact of
an upward change in interest rates. The Authority also embarks in Islamic banking facilities such as Al-
Baid Bond to reduce the risk of floating interest rate.

Credit risk

The credit risk is controlled by the application of credit approval limits and monitoring procedures. In
addition, the usage of bank guarantees is also being imposed to all traders dealing with the Authority.

Foreign currency risk

The Authority is exposed to foreign currency risk as a result of its normal trading activities where the
currency denomination differs from the local currency, Ringgit Malaysia (RM). The Authority's policy is to
minimise the exposure of overseas operations to transaction risk by matching local currency income
against local currency costs.

Liquidity and cash flow risks

The Authority seeks to achieve a balance between certainty of funding even in difficult times for the

markets and a flexible, cost-effective borrowing structure. This is to ensure that at the minimum, all
projected net borrowing needs are covered by committed facilities.

The financial statements of the Group and the Authority are prepared under the historical cost convention and
modified to include other bases of valuation as disclosed in other sections under significant accounting policies,
and in compliance with Malaysian Private Entities Reporting Standard (MPERS) .

4 SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES
a) Critical accounting estimates and judgements
Key sources of estimation uncertainty

Management believes that there are no key assumptions made concerning the future, and other key
sources of estimation uncertainty at the reporting date, that have a significant risk of causing a material
adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities within the next financial year other than as
disclosed below:-

i) Depreciation of property, plant and equipment / investment property

The estimates for the residual values, useful lives and related depreciation charges for the
property, plant and equipment and investment property are based on commercial factors which
could change significantly as a result of technical innovations and competitors' actions in response
to the market conditions. The Group and the Authority anticipate that the residual values of its
property, plant and equipment and investment property will be insignificant. As a result, residual
values are not being taken into consideration for the computation of the depreciable amount.
Changes in the expected level of usage and technological development could impact the
economic useful lives and the residual values of these assets, therefore future depreciation
charges could be revised. The carrying amounts of property, plant and equipment and investment
property as at the reporting date are disclosed in Note 5 and 6 to the financial statements.

ii) Income taxes

There are certain transactions and computations for which the ultimate tax determination may be
different from the initial estimate. The Group and the Authority recognise tax liabilities based on
their understanding of the prevailing tax laws and estimates of whether such taxed will be due in
the ordinary course of business. Where the final outcome of these matters is different from the
amounts that were initially recognised, such difference will impact the income tax expense and
deferred tax balances in the period in which such determination is made.

iiif) Impairment of inventories
Reviews are made periodically by management on damaged, obsolete and slow-moving
inventories. These reviews require judgement and estimates. Possible changes in these estimates

could result in revisions to the valuation of inventories. The carrying amount of inventories as at
the reporting date is disclosed in Note 9 to the financial statements.

iv) Impairment of trade receivables

An impairment loss is recognised when there is objective evidence that a financial asset is
impaired. Management specifically reviews its trade receivables and analyses historical bad debts,
customer concentrations, customer creditworthiness, current economic trends and changes in the
customer payment terms when making a judgement to evaluate the adequacy of the allowance for
impairment losses. Where there is objective evidence of impairment, the amount and timing of
future cash flows are estimated based on historical loss experience for assets with similar credit
risk characteristics. If the expectation is different from the estimation, such difference will impact
the carrying value of receivables. The carrying amount of trade receivables as at the reporting
date is disclosed in Note 10 to the financial statements.

Critical judgements made in applying accounting policies

Management believes that there are no instances of application of critical judgement in applying the
Group's accounting policies which will have a significant effect on the amounts recognised in the financial
statements other than as disclosed below:-

i) Classification between investment properties and owner-occupied properties

Some properties comprise a portion that is held to earn rentals or for capital appreciation and
another portion that is held for use in the production or supply of goods or services or for
administrative purpose. If these portions could be sold separately (or leased out separately under
a finance lease), the Group accounts for the portions separately. If the portions could not be sold
separately, the property is an investment property only if an insignificant portion is held for use in
the production or supply of goods or services or for administrative purposes.

Basis of consolidation

The consolidated financial statements incorporate the financial statements of the Authority and all its
subsidiary companies for the financial year ended 31 December 2023. Subsidiary companies are those
companies in which the Authority has a long-term equity interest and where it has power to exercise
control over the financial and operating policies so as to obtain benefits there from.

The subsidiary is consolidated using the acquisition method of accounting. Under the acquisition method
of accounting, the results of the subsidiary acquired or disposed of are included from the date of
acquisition or up to the date of disposal.

At the date of acquisition, the fair values of the subsidiary's net assets are determined and these values
are reflected in the consolidated financial statements.

Intragroup transactions, balances and unrealised gains on transactions are eliminated; unrealised losses

are also eliminated unless cost cannot be recovered. Where necessary, adjustments are made to the
financial statements of subsidiary to ensure consistency of accounting policies with those of the Group.

Non-controlling interests in the consolidated statement of financial position consist of the minorities' share
of fair values of the identifiable assets and liabilities of the acquiree as at the date of acquisition and the
minorities' share of movements in the acquiree's equity.

Investment in a Subsidiary

Investment in a subsidiary is stated at cost in the statement of financial position of the Authority, and is
reviewed for impairment at the end of the financial year if events or changes in circumstances indicate
that their carrying values may not be recoverable.

On the disposal of the investment in a subsidiary, the difference between the net disposal proceeds and
the carrying amount of the investment is taken to profit or loss.

Investment in an Associate

An associate is an entity in which the Group has a long-term equity interest and where it exercises
significant influence over the financial and operating policies.

Investment in associates is accounted for in the Group's consolidated financial statements using the
equity method until the Group ceases to have significant influence over the associates.

Under the equity method, the Group's share of the post acquisition result of the associate is included in
the consolidated statement of comprehensive income and the Group's interest in the associate is carried
in the consolidated statement of financial position at cost plus the Group's share of the post acquisition
retained profits and reserves, less impairment losses, if any. Losses of associates in excess of the
Group's interest in the associates are not recognised.

Unrealised gains on the transactions between the Group and the associate are eliminated to the extent of
the Group's interest in the associate.

Revenue and Other Income

(i) Services
Revenue is recognised upon the rendering of services and when the outcome of the transaction
can be estimated reliably. When the outcome of the transaction cannot be estimated reliably,
revenue is recognised to the extent of the expenses incurred that are recoverable.

(i) Government grant

Government grants are recognised as income at their fair value when the proceeds are receivable
and all attached conditions are met.

Grant received when the Authority has yet to comply with all attached conditions are recognised as
a deferred income and recognised as income when all performance conditions are met.

(f) Property, plant and equipment

Property, plant and equipment are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and impairment losses.
The policy for the recognition and measurement of impairment losses is in accordance with Note 4(o).

Leasehold land is amortised over the remaining terms of the respective leases. All other property, plant
and equipment are depreciated on a straight-line method to write off the cost of the assets over their
estimated useful lives. Depreciation is charged from the month of acquisition. The rates generally in use
are as follows:

Leasehold land - Over lease period (60 years)
Buildings, wharves and other facilities - 1.67% to 10%

Plant, machinery and conveyances - 10%

Furniture and equipment - 10%

Computer system - 10%

Capital work-in-progress is not depreciated until the property, plant and equipment are fully completed and
brought into use.

Fully depreciated assets are retained in the financial statements until they are no longer in use and no
further charge for depreciation is made in the financial statements.

The gain or loss arising on disposal or retirement of an item of property, plant and equipment is
determined as the difference between the sales proceed and the carrying amount of the asset and is
recognised in profit or loss.

(g) Investment properties
Investment properties are properties which are owned or held under a leasehold interest to earn rental
income or for capital appreciation or for both, but not for sale in the ordinary course of business, use in the
production or supply of goods or services or for administrative purposes.

Investment properties are initially measured at cost. Cost includes expenditure that is directly attributable
to the acquisition of the investment properties.

As the fair value of the investment properties cannot be reliably measured subsequently to initial
recognition without undue cost or effort, the Group's and the Authority's investment properties are stated
at cost less accumulated depreciation and any impairment losses until a reliable measure of fair value
become available. These investment properties are presented as part of the Group's and the Authority's

property.

Depreciation on investment properties is charged to profit or loss on a straight-line method to write off the
depreciable amount of the assets over their estimated useful lives of 50 years.

The depreciation method, useful lives and residual values will be reviewed if there is a significant change
since the last reporting date in the pattern by which the Group and the Authority expect to consume an
asset's future economic benefits. Any changes are accounted for as a change in accounting estimate.

Any gain or loss from the disposal of investment properties is recognised in profit or loss.
Inventories

The inventories consist of stationeries, spares and consumables capitalised under current assets for own
consumption. These inventories are charged out in the profit or loss on a replacement basis.

Inventories are valued at the lower of cost and net realisable value. Cost is determined using the weighted
average method. The cost includes all direct and indirect expenditure incurred in bringing the inventories
to their present location and condition. Net realisable value is the estimate of the selling price in the
ordinary course of business, less the costs of purchase and selling expenses.

Port development cess

The port development cess is payable annually at such rate as may be determined by the Minister,
pursuant to Section 14A(1) of the Port Authorities (Amendments) Ordinance, 1988.

Deferred tax is provided for, using the liability method, on temporary differences as at the reporting date
between the tax bases of assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts in the financial statements. In
principle, deferred tax liabilities are recognised for all taxable temporary differences and deferred tax
assets are recognised for all deductible temporary differences, unused tax losses and unused tax credits
to the extent that it is probable that taxable profit will be available against which the deductible temporary
differences, unused tax losses and unused tax credits can be utilised. Deferred tax is not recognised if the
temporary difference arises from goodwill or negative goodwill or from the initial recognition of an asset or
liability in a transaction which is not a business combination and at the time of the transaction, affects
neither accounting profit nor taxable profit.

Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash in hand, bank balances, demand deposits, and short-term,
highly liquid investments that are readily convertible to known amounts of cash and which are subject to
an insignificant risk of changes in value with original maturity periods of three months or less. For the
purpose of the statement of cash flows, cash and cash equivalents are presented net of bank overdrafts
and pledged fixed deposits with licensed banks.

On derecognition of a financial liability, the difference
between the carrying amount of the financial liability extinguished or transferred to another party
and the consideration paid (including any non-cash assets transferred or liabilities assumed) is
recognised in profit or loss.

Impairment of assets

At each reporting date, the Authority reviews the carrying amounts of its assets, other than inventories,
assets arising from employee benefits and financial assets, to determine whether there is any indication
that those assets have suffered an impairment loss. If any such indication exists, impairment is measured
by comparing the carrying values of the assets with their recoverable amounts. Recoverable amount is
the higher of net selling price and value in use, which is measured by reference to discounted future net
cash flows. Recoverable amounts are estimated for individual assets or, if it is not possible, for the cash-
generating unit to which the assets belong.

An impairment loss is charged to the profit or loss immediately, unless the asset is carried at revalued
amount. Any impairment loss of a revalued asset is treated as a revaluation decrease to the extent of any
available previously recognised revaluation surplus for the same asset.
